Assignment 1
Interview an Early Childhood Teacher
You are required to visit an Early Childhood Development Center for at least a week. During this period you are required to interview Teachers at the Center.
After your visit you have to compile a report and submit it for assessment.
1. Ask the teacher if his or her teaching methods are based specifically on any particular child development theory or theories. 
2. If the teacher mentions any theorists who are not discussed in this chapter, research them and their theories. 
3. Does the teacher seem to focus equally on physical, cognitive, or social-emotional development? 
4. Ask the teacher to explain in her/his option how gender, socio-economic background, age, environment and special needs influence the development of children in their classroom.
5. Write a report on your findings to share with the class. Submit this report as your assignment.
Assignment 2

Visit an Infant or Toddler Program for Observation
You are required to visit an Early Childhood Development Center for at least a week. 
During this period you need to observe teachers and the strategies they use to promote development and trust with young children. 
After your visit you have to compile a report and submit it for assessment.

Your report should include:
1. Observe and record strategies used by teachers to promote the development of trust. 
2. Observe a group of preschool children. Record examples of teachers scaffolding the children's learning. 
3. Review Gardner's theory of multiple intelligence. 
4. Describe the intelligence area that you believe is your strength
5. Describe how the development is shaped by socio-cultural influences.

Assignment 7
Conduct an analyses on early childhood development programmes
You are required to conduct an analysis on early childhood development programmes offered at your school/creshe. 
Compile a report on the analysis you have conducted and ensure that you include the following:
1. The analysis identifies the key factors that could have an impact on the programme. 
2. Key factors related to the Early Childhood Development setting, the environment and the broad needs of child/children.
3. The analysis clearly identifies the developmental stages and particular needs of all the children within the given context. 
4. Analysis includes the needs of children at risk and special needs.
5. The analysis is informed by Early Childhood Development (ECD)-related frameworks. This may include curricula, national policies, support material and documented socio-economic trends.
6. The analysis is sufficient in scope and depth to inform the development of the programme. 



Assignment 8

Prepare a Programme
You are required to plan and prepare a programme for the development of the children in your classroom for a period of 1 term.
1. The programme sufficiently addresses the developmental stages and particular needs of the children as revealed by the analysis. 
2. The programme provides flexible options for implementation. 
3. The programme specifies the sequence, timing and main resource requirements of the planned activities, including opportunities for assessment. 
4. The programme provides a balance of developmentally appropriate activities to support the development of all the children. Programme may include a mix of routine activities, adult-initiated activities and child-initiated activities as appropriate to the context.
5. The programme provides a balance between indoor and outdoor activities and individual, small and large group activities to support the development of the children. The balance between such activities, particularly between individual and group activities, is appropriate to the developmental stages of the children. 
6. The programme complies with relevant national policies and guidelines.

Assignment 9
Reflect on the Programme
You are required to reflect on the programme you have developed for your classroom. Write a report on your evaluation and reflection and be sure to include feedback received from stakeholders.

	


1. Reflections may take place before, during and after implementation. 
2. Feedback is obtained from relevant sources on the value and success of the programme.  Sources may include colleagues, mentors, children, parents and other stakeholders.
3. Reflections identify strengths and weaknesses of the programme. 
4. The reflection identifies the extent to which the programme contributes meaningfully to the overall aims of the Early Childhood Development (ECD) service. 
5. Ways to improve upon the programme are identified and noted for future plans and programmes. 

Assignment 10

Design Activities for Children
Once you have completed your analysis, you will be required to design activities for these children based on your findings. The activities must include a range of routine-based and play-based activities.
10. Ensure that the design makes provision for child input where appropriate. 
11. The purposes of the activities should be defined in terms of their contribution toward achieving identified developmental outcomes. 
12. Activities should be free from cultural, race and gender bias. 
13. The activities must be stimulating, challenging, interesting and linked to real-life experience, with opportunities for meaningful reinforcement. 
14. The activities should be appropriate to the individual developmental needs and interests of all the children.
15. The activities should provide a scope for progression, integration towards the achievement of identified outcomes and assessment opportunities where possible. 
16. The activities should be described in sufficient detail to enable practitioners and others to implement them.
Assignment 11
Analyse Activities for Children
You are required to visit Early Childhood Development Center for a week, where you will be able to analyse the learning and development needs of children.
1. Your analysis should clearly identify the developmental stages and particular needs of all the children as individuals and as a group.
2. Link these to development outcomes
3. Types of activities are to be identified that address the needs revealed in the analysis.
4. Now evaluate your findings using previous evaluations of activities, assessments of children, and Early Childhood Development (ECD)-related frameworks where applicable.
Assignment 12
Evaluate the design of activities
You are required to implement the activities you have designed. Once you have done this you will need to evaluate the design of your activities that have been used in practice. 
Produce a report on your evaluation.
1. The evaluation should be conducted in a consistent and systematic manner, drawing on feedback and/or observations of the application of the activities. 
2. Feedback must be obtained from a variety of relevant sources on the value and success of the designed activities. Such sources may include colleagues and parents. 
3. The evaluation should reveal strengths and weaknesses of the activities in relation to their purpose. 
4. The reflection should identify the extent to which the designed activities contribute meaningfully to the overall aims of the Early Childhood Development (ECD) service. 
5. Provide useful ways to improve upon and extend the activities that are identified and recorded for further use. Improvements should be justified by the evaluation findings.
